YEAR OF MERCY 
 

Excerpts from Pope Francisô letter on the Year of Mercy 

 

In the Gospel of Luke, we find another important 

element that will help us live the Jubilee with 

faith.  Luke writes that Jesus, on the Sabbath, 

went back to Nazareth and, as was his custom, 

entered the synagogue.  They called upon him to 

read the Scripture and to comment on it.  The 

passage was from the Book of Isaiah where it is written:  ñThe 

Spirit of the Lord God is upon me, because the Lord has anointed 

me to bring good tidings to the afflicted;  he has sent me to bind 

up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and 

freedom to those in captivity; to proclaim the year of the Lordôs 

favourò.  A ñyear of the Lordôs favourò or ñmercyò:  this is what 

the Lord proclaimed and this is what we wish to live now.
